Chico Christian School Uniform Dress Code
2007-2008
Kindergarten — 5™ Grade

The following is our Uniform Dress Code Policy. The uniform dress is required Monday through
Thursday. Every Friday is free dress. Please see CCS Handbook for more details.

Uniform Colors:
o Shirts, Sweaters, Vests, Sweatshirts, Fleece: White, Navy Blue, Forest Green, Burgundy,
Light Pink, and Land’s End Maize (yellow).
¢ Pants, Shorts, Skirts, Skorts, Capris, Jumpers, Dresses:
Khaki, Navy Blue, Medium or Dark Blue Denim. (No stonewashed/light denim)
The only plaids allowed are — Lands’ End Hunter/Classic Navy or Frenchtoast Green

With the exception of plaid, all clothing must be solid in color with no trim, pictures, or
wording of any kind other than the Chico Christian School Logo. All clothing must fit
properly, be in good condition and with no holes and fraying.

Shirts:
e Girls: Must be standard button polo, Oxford style, Peter Pan collar or turtleneck.
e Boys: Must be standard button polo, Oxford style collar or turtleneck.

Pants/Bottoms:
e Must fit properly without sagging from the waist or dragging on the ground.
e Length can be no higher than the bottom of the finger tips when arms are at your side. We
require girls wear shorts under skirts or dresses.
e Tights must be solid uniform color. Socks can be creative.

Outerwear (includes everything except heavy winter/rain coats):

e Must be solid uniform color (White, Navy Blue, Forest Green, Burgundy, Light Pink, and
Land’s End Maize (yellow).

e No trim, pictures, or wording allowed except for CCS logo.

e Heavy winter/rain coats do not have to conform to uniform colors or standards but must be
removed once student enters the classroom.

e Shoes do not need to conform to uniform colors but must be closed toe and heel. No wheels
on shoes.

Standard Dress Policy

As young men and women surrendered to Jesus Christ and called to represent Him in the choices we
make in our daily lives, we have collectively determined that the following guidelines allow us to honor
the Lord and express our individuality.

Guidelines for Young Women:

Hair: Clean and styled. Bleached and highlighted hair acceptable, no unnatural colors. Hats
acceptable outside the classroom only.

Shirts/Tops: Straps must me 2” or wider. Can wear tanks with smaller straps over a top with
2"straps. No tube or halter tops. No low backs or low cut fronts. No part of your bra showing
(including straps).

Pants/Shorts/Dresses/Jumpers: No underwear showing. No bottoms or stomachs showing.
No body hugging clothing. Length must be halfway between hip and knee.

Shoes: Students need to bring a pair of tennis shoes for PE. No spiked heels. No wheels on
shoes. Flip -flops and sandals are permitted (students are asked to use good judgment on
activities they select if wearing sandals or flip-flops). No dangling shoestrings as they create a
safety hazard.

Make-up and Jewelry: Make-up is acceptable is using natural, mild colors ( NO dark colors)
including fingernail polish. No spiky jewelry. No tattoo or body piercing allowed to show

Guidelines for Young Men:

Hair: Clean and styled. Bleached and highlighted hair acceptable, no unnatural colors. Hats
acceptable outside the classroom only.

Shirts: Logo-ed shirts must “show no evil” and not be offensive. Tank tops acceptable with a
2" strap or larger. Arm holes must be small.

Pants/Shorts: No underwear showing. No holes or stains. No hanging chains.

Shoes: Students need to bring a pair of tennis shoes for PE. No spiked heels. No wheels on
shoes. Flip -flops and sandals are permitted (students are asked to use good judgment on
activities they select if wearing sandals or flip-flops). No dangling shoestrings as they create a
safety hazard.

Jewelry: No earrings are allowed. No spiky jewelry. No tattoos or body piercing allowed to
show
